CHAPTER CHAIR-ELECT

The position of Chair-Elect is a learning position for the person who will assume Chapter leadership at the
conclusion of the Chair’s term. The more involved the Chair-Elect is in the activities of the Chapter, the easier
it will be for the person in that position to assume overall responsibility. The Chair-Elect, as an Officer of the
Chapter, is authorized to sign contracts on behalf of the chapter and to sign checks issued for valid Chapter
expenses.

The Chair-Elect is a member of the Area Council and a member of the Committee on Chapter Affairs.

The Chair-Elect will be called upon to fill in during the absence of the Chair.

Various duties are assigned to the Chair-Elect in accordance with established Chapter practices and in
accordance with Chapter Bylaws. It is important that the Chair-Elect read the Chapter Bylaws and specifically

consult those sections of this manual which apply to any responsibilities which he or she might be given.

The Chair-Elect should be responsible for the Chapter programs during his term as Chapter Chair therefore his
planning efforts in this area should begin with his term as Chair-Elect.
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
